Seng Khasi College Profile

stablished on 28" August 1973, Seng Khasi College began as an Evening College at

Seng Khasi Hall Mawkhar with 34 students in its roll. The college was permitted to

start Pre-University classes in the Arts Stream in October 1973 and was accorded
permanent affiliation by the North-Eastern Hill University (NEHU) in 1987. The college
was registered under the Meghalaya Societies Registration Act — XII of 1983 in 2010 and in
the same year obtained recognition under section 2(f) and 12(B) of the UGC Act of 1956,
thereby becoming eligible to receive central assistance under section 12(B) of the UGC Act.
Currently, the college caters to the academic requirements of about 2000 students in the
Morning and Day Shifts.
